· To supervise toilet arrangements before and after the meal. 

· To escort children to and from the dining room and supervise whilst waiting to enter hall. 

· To help supervise the service of meals and in the training of good eating habits and table manners. 

· To organise the supervision of sandwich children in the hall. 

· Ensure tables and chairs are wiped ready for next child to sit down for lunch. Leaving the dining halls in tidy condition. 

· To lead and support the pupils during the lunchtime break to participate in organised games and activities. 

· To administer first aid and record accidents and incidents. 

· To follow St Giles CE Primary School’s behaviour and anti-bullying policies and model appropriate behaviour at all times.
